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1. Abstract:

This work approaches the Islamic coinage as a rich resource for understanding the
Islamic metallurgy. Interdisciplinary scientific research of Islamic coins, using numismatics
and multi-analytical studies, provided complementary data to overcome the limitations of this
paper presents a detailed study on the pale golden dinars of the Seljiigs with Ayat al-Kursi,
which were minted only in Balkh and Walwalijfrom 485/ 1092 to 530s/ 1130s. The holy
advantages of Ayat al-KursT in the Islamic beliefs and doctrines make the Seljiigs keen to record
it on some of their coins in addition to some great issues of fine golden dinars with Ayat al-
KursT minted in Isfahan, Shiraz, and Fasa.

This paper studies 29 unpublished coins preserved in the coin collections of Jena
University and Tibingen University (Germany). It also studies the published coins in the
Sylloge of Khurasan in the TUbingen collection and other publications, including the up-to-date
auction catalogs, Zeno oriental coin database, and other scientific websites. These coins were
classified into 58 types and subtypes, including a die comparison if available.

Keywords: Pale Gold, Ayat al-Kursi, Seljiiq Dinar, Khurasan Coins.
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2. Previous studies:

In 2002, the Study Center of Tibingen University published a new volume of
the important series of sylloge which were assigned to the coins of Khurasan including
Balkh and Walwalij!. The system of the sylloge is based on publishing images of coins
in actual size with bio data only.

In 2004, Enrico Leuthold published a short study on a dinar of 486 AH./ 1093 A.D.
of the Seljiiq Sultan Arslan Arghii with Ayat al-Kursi (Throne Verse)2. He read and
analyzed the inscriptions.

2.1. Seljigs and Quranic inscriptions:

The interest of the Seljiiq Sultans in recording Ayat al-Kurs on their coins could be
due to their Islamic beliefs and doctrines. They were keen to take advantage of the virtues of
the Quranic verses to protect them from harm and facilitate ways of victory and success.
Sometimes, they recorded it as a kind of amulet, as noticed on the Seljiiq coinage, such as:

3. Seljiiq dinars with Ayat al-Kursi:
Seljiiq golden coins with Ayat al-Kursi can be studied in two major domains:
The first domain is the high finesse gold issues (Force coming in an individual paper).
The second domain of Seljiiq coins with Ayat al-KursT is a series of pale golden dinars? minted
in Balkh and Walwalij from 485 to 530sAH/ 1092- 1130s AD (Present study).

2. Pale gold with much alloyed silver. Al-Istakhr stated that the Benjher River Valley (near Balkh), one
of the outdated richest silver places in the eastern section of the Muslim world, had been noted for
more than a thousand years for silver that still exists to the present day.
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Many numismatists suggested some hypotheses on the reason for recording
Ayat al-KursT on the Seljiiq coins.

For instance, Leuthold commented on the dinar which he published: supposed
that Arslan Arghti declared war on Sultan Birkiyariiq, the enemy of foreign Shi‘its
Nizarits, whose capital known as "KursT al-Daylam", a coin with "Ayat al-Kursi"
suggested or confirmed alliance™?.

Actually, I disagree with this opinion because this type of dinar with Ayat al-
Kurst was issued by Malikshah in 485/ 1092 and continued during the reign of Sanjar
under both Birkiyariiq and Muhammad, who were not allayed to the Shi‘its. If it was
(Ayat al-Kursi) indicating any of the Shi‘iti beliefs, they would not record it anymore
after their control over the province of Khurasan.

| would suggest that the Seljigs recorded Ayat al-KursT on these coins as a kind
of invitation or da‘wa 5= to send a message to whoever likes to be a Muslim telling
some information about Allah and his throne, in addition to their high interest of the
blessing verses of Qur’an.

The features of this dinar:

The intentional omission of the name of Sultan Birkiyaraq was a declaration of
independence. During the reign of Malikshah, Arslan Arghti was the governor of Hamdhan
and Sawah. After the death of Malikshah, Arslan Arghii conquered Naisabiir and Khurasan.
Sultan Birkiyartiq intended to fight his uncle, but Arslan Arghti was killed by his Ghulam
in Safar 490 AH, before the arrival of Sultan Birkiyartq to Khurasan. Sultan Sanjar was
appointed as governor of Khurasan after the death of Arslan Arghi®.

- The choice of Balkh between the cities of the kingdom, for this issue, determines the capital.
- The incredible richness and perfection of the inscriptions, which culminate easily to
read, and the long integer "Ayat al-Kursi" is a masterpiece of engraving.

- It is the only example of pale golden dinars with a complete Ayat al-Kursi.

1. Sanjar, another of Malik Shah’s many sons, was the longest-lived and the last of all the great Seljuq
rulers. He served first as governor of Khurasan between 490 and 511 H/1097-1118 AD and was then
a ruler of northern Iran and =Khurasan until his death in 552 H/1157 AD. A sixty-year-long reign
was quite legend-making. As can be appreciated from reading the titles on his coins, he was not
modest in the claims he made for himself. However, as overlord of all the other Saljuq rulers in Iran,
Iraq, and Syria, the Ghaznawids in Afghanistan and India, and the Qarakhanids and the
Khwarazmshahs of Central Asia, he would have seen no reason to restrain himself. As power slipped
from the hands of the Saljugs, they were gradually pushed to one side by the revival of the long-
eclipsed Abbasid Caliphate. Sanjar was captured by the Oghuz Turkmen in 548 H /1153 AD and was
held captive for three years before his death, which, because he had no direct heir, left the way wide
open to struggles among several local rulers. In the end, Sanjar’s empire collapsed because it could
not bear the financial strain of withstanding the attacks of the Qara Khitay of western China.

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4. Conclusion:

- Ayat al-KursT in an incomplete form (with one exception, 486 Ah)

- Ayat al-KursT recorded with different ends, and this phenomenon is used in the Arabic
inscriptions as a short quotation Quran to indicate an existing verse. For instance:

- The pale golden dinars with Ayat al-Kursi are mostly carelessly minted (Non
centered legends, double striking, corrosive dies)

- Regular titles of Seljiiq sultans were recorded but had been increased considerably during
the second phase of the role of Sultan Sanjar in order to extend the pompous titulature.

- The region, including Balkh and Walwalij, was in the center of the province of
Khurasan, and the location of the cities of the two types on the map gave a clear
image of the reason for issuing these special coins. The two cities that minted the

dinars with Ayat al-Kurst were the capitals and main cities at that time.
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
